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Description of Problem or Suggestion:

The ECS should not develop a new set of valids (and associated infrastructure). Any “valids” structure for Version 1 should be
derived directly from the existing valids structure. If ECS develops a new valids structure, we will end up with 2 structures at
Version 1. The DAACs and Version 0 team has spent a great deal of time n the current set of valids -- we cannot just throw that
away.

The ECS should submit their proposed changes to the valids to the DAACs for review and approval.

However, it is imperative that Version 1 inputs be
accommodated in this working group (e.g., from the EOS platform instrument teams). In addition, Version 1 has many more
attributes in its data model than Version 0; valid values for those attributes must be provided and cannot be derived from Version
0.
